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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On August 19, 2015, Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi (High Mountain or Applicant), filed an Application for Permanent Authority.  In that filing, Applicant seeks to extend its operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14114.  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On August 25, 2015, High Mountain supplemented the August 19, 2015 filing.  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is to the August 19, 2015 filing as supplemented on August 25, 2015.  

4. On August 24, 2015, as relevant here, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this Proceeding (Notice at 4) and established a procedural schedule.  On October 8, 2015, Decision No. R15-1100-I vacated the procedural schedule.  
5. The following intervened as of right:  AEX, Inc., doing business as Alpine Express (Alpine Express); Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Alpine Taxi); Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC (Fresh Tracks); Snow Limousine Inc., doing business as Aspen Vail Shuttle LLC (Snow Limousine); and Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi).  

6. Alpine Express,
 Alpine Taxi, Fresh Tracks, Snow Limousine, and Sunshine Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Applicant, Alpine Taxi, and Sunshine Taxi are represented by legal counsel in this matter.  Fresh Tracks
 and Snow Limousine
 are represented by individuals who are not attorneys.  

7. On September 30, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

8. High Mountain, Alpine Taxi, and Tazco each have made filings that contain lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits.  

9. On March 25, 2016, by Decision No. R16-0248-I, the ALJ scheduled a May 23 through 25, 2016 evidentiary hearing in, and established the procedural schedule for, this Proceeding.  In that Interim Decision, as applicable here, the ALJ ordered:  

(a) not later than April 13, 2016, Applicant will file its amended list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; (b) not later than April 29, 2016, each Intervenor will file either its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case or its amended list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case;   

Decision No. R16-0248-I at ¶ 18 (bolding in original); see also id. at Ordering Paragraph 
No. 2 (same).  
10. On April 7, 2016, High Mountain and Alpine filed a Joint Motion for Clarification of the Witness and Exhibits List Guidelines in Interim Decision No. R16-0248-I [Motion] and Request for Waiver [Request] (in its entirety, April 7 Filing).  

11. The Motion seeks a clarification of the filing requirements contained in Decision No. R16-0248-I.  The filing dates are approaching.  No party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  The ALJ will grant the Request and will waive response time to the Motion.  
12. The Motion requests clarification of the filing requirements in Decision 
No. R16-0248-I at ¶ 18 at (a) and (b) (quoted above).  The Motion states good cause.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will provide clarification.  

13. The ALJ clarifies that:  (a) the two quoted filing requirements do not require Parties to refile previously-filed lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits to the extent those previously-filed documents are not amended; (b) the two quoted filing requirements require Parties to file and to serve amended lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits to add new witnesses and new exhibits or to delete witnesses and exhibits; and (c) the two quoted filing requirements require a Party that has not previously filed and served a list of the witnesses and copies of the exhibits that it will offer in its case to file and to serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  
14. On April 7, 2016, by electronic mail correspondence, the ALJ informed the Parties of the rulings on the April 7 Filing.  This Interim Decision memorializes those rulings.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion for Clarification of the Witness and Exhibits List Guidelines in Interim Decision No. R16-0248-I is granted.  
2. Consistent with the discussion above, the filing requirements contained in Decision No. R16-0248-I are clarified.  

3. The Request for Waiver is granted.  

4. Response time to the Joint Motion for Clarification of the Witness and Exhibits List Guidelines in Interim Decision No. R16-0248-I is waived.  
5. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

6. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
