1. Interim Decision No. R16-0334-I was issued April 19, 2916, granting interventions but without reference to the Motion to Intervene of Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC).

2. Correct Interim Decision No. R16-0334-I by inserting the following (as unnumbered paragraphs) after paragraph I.11. in the Statement:

On March 18, Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC) filed its Motion to Intervene.  CEC is a membership association representing Air Liquide, Anadarko Petroleum Corporation, Ball Corp., the Denver Metro Building Owners and Managers Association, Lockheed Martin Corporation, MillerCoors, Suncor Energy (U.S.A.) Inc., and Western Metals Recycling.  CEC states several issues with Public Service’s application and note the stratification method used in the Company is a particular concern.  CEC also suggests that several of the rate designs proposed by Public Service will impact directly its members. 

Under Rule 1401(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, CEC has demonstrated the proceeding will substantially affect its pecuniary or tangible interests and that the movant is not otherwise adequately represented by parties to the proceeding.
The Intervention of Colorado Energy Consumers filed on March 18, 2016 is granted. 

3. In Interim Decision No. R16-0334-I, paragraph A.1. of the Order reads:
