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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On August 5, 2015, Union Taxi Cooperative, doing business as Union Taxi (Applicant), filed an Application for Permanent Authority to Extend Current Operations 
Under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55776.  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On August 6, 2015, Applicant filed an amendment to the filing made on August 5, 2015.  On August 13, 2015, Applicant supplemented the filing made on August 5, 2015.  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is to the August 5, 2015 filing as amended on August 6, 2015 and supplemented on August 13, 2015.  

4. On September 23, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of that date.  Applicant has waived § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., in this Proceeding.  

5. On September 23, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  
6. The following timely intervened as of right:  Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Transportation); and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro Taxi).  

7. Colorado Cab, Colorado Springs Transportation, and Metro Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel.  

8. On October 2, 2015, by Decision No. R15-1083-I, the ALJ granted Applicant’s request and suspended this Proceeding.  On March 8, 2016, by Decision No. R16-0197-I, the ALJ granted Applicant’s request and reactivated this Proceeding.  

9. By Decision No. R16-0197-I, as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled a July 27 and 28, 2016 evidentiary hearing and established the procedural schedule in this Proceeding.  In accordance with the procedural schedule and not later than May 6, 2016, each Intervenor is to file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits that it will offer in its case.  
10. On May 3, 2016, Metro Taxi filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Intervenors’ Witness and Exhibit Lists (Motion).  

11. As the Motion is unopposed, no Party will be prejudiced if response time is waived.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  
12. In the Motion, Metro Taxi seeks to modify the procedural schedule as follows:  not later than May 19, 2016, each Intervenor is to file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits that it will offer in its case.  The Motion states good cause.  No Party will be prejudiced if the ALJ grants the Motion, which is unopposed.  Granting the Motion will affect neither the remainder of the procedural schedule nor the hearing dates.  
13. The ALJ will grant the Motion and will modify the procedural schedule:  not later than May 19, 2016, each Intervenor will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits that it will offer in its case.  
14. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R16-0197-I remains in effect and governs this Proceeding.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Intervenors’ Witness and Exhibit Lists filed on May 3, 2016 is granted.  
2. The procedural schedule established by Decision No. R16-0197-I is modified as follows:  not later than May 19 2016, each Intervenor shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits that it will offer in its case.  

3. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R16-0197-I remains in effect and governs this Proceeding.  

4. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Intervenors’ Witness and Exhibit Lists is waived.  

5. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

6. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.  
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
