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I. STATEMENT  

1. A previously-issued Interim Decision contains the procedural history of this Proceeding.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put the instant Interim Decision in context.  

2. On March 30, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service, PSCo, or Applicant), filed a Verified Application (Application) in which PSCo seeks Commission approval of:  (a) its Weighted Average Equivalent Availability Factor for Calendar Year 2015; and (b) its “proposal that neither an incentive payment nor an incentive penalty ... be assessed through the Electric Commodity Adjustment ... Deferred Account Balance.”  Application at 1.  

3. On April 1, 2016, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this Proceeding.  That Notice established an intervention period and a procedural schedule.  On May 20, 2016, Decision No. R16-0432-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

4. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and the Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened in this Proceeding as of right.  

5. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

6. On May 11, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

7. On May 11, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of that date.  

8. On June 1, 2016, Public Service “waive[d] the statutory deadline of December 7, 2016 as established by §40-6-109.5, C.R.S.”  Filing Regarding Procedural Schedule Pursuant to Decision No. R16-0432-I (PSCo June 1 Filing) at ¶ 5.  Consequently, there is no applicable statutory deadline by which the Commission should issue its decision in this Proceeding. 

9. The Intervenors request a hearing.  As a result, by Decision No. R16-0432-I, the ALJ ordered Public Service to make, not later than June 1, 2016, a filing that:  (a) contains a proposed procedural schedule, including hearing dates, that is satisfactory to the Parties; and (b) addresses the issues identified in that Interim Decision.  

10. In the PSCo June 1 Filing, Public Service represents that the Parties wish to engage in discussions regarding the issues in this Proceeding; that the Parties agree that they need additional time within which to conduct the discussions; and that the Parties’ preferred approach is to delay the filing required by Decision No. R16-0432-I in order to allow the Parties to focus their attention on the discussions.  To accomplish this, the Parties request that the ALJ delay, until September 15, 2016, the procedural schedule filing.  

11. Because the PSCo June 1 Filing contains a request for relief, it is in the nature of a motion.  The request is unopposed, and no Party will be prejudiced if the ALJ waives response time.  The ALJ will waive response time to the PSCo June 1 Filing.  

12. The PSCo June 1 Filing states good cause.  Granting the relief sought in the PSCo June 1 Filing will not prejudice any Party.  The ALJ will grant the request; will vacate the June 1, 2016 filing requirement contained in Decision No. R16-0432-I; will order Applicant to make, 
not later than September 15, 2016, a filing that complies with the requirements contained in 
¶¶ 12-18 of Decision No. R16-0432-I; and will order Intervenors to cooperate with Applicant with respect to the September 15, 2016 filing.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Section 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., does not apply to this Proceeding.  

2. The request to vacate the June 1, 2016 filing requirement contained in Decision No. R16-0432-I is granted.  

3. The June 1, 2016 filing requirement contained in Decision No. R16-0432-I is vacated.  

4. Not later than September 15, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) shall make a filing that complies with the requirements of ¶¶ 12-18 of Decision No. R16-0432-I.  

5. The Intervenors shall cooperate with Public Service in the preparation of the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 4.  

6. Consistent with the discussion in Decision No. R16-0432-I, if Public Service 
fails to make the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 4, the Administrative Law Judge, without input from the Parties, shall schedule the evidentiary hearing and shall establish the procedural schedule.  

7. Response time to the Filing Regarding Procedural Schedule Pursuant to Decision No. R16-0432-I is waived.  

8. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

9. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
