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I. STATEMENT

1. On

2. The entire procedural history of this proceeding is provided in previous decisions. It is repeated here only to the extent necessary to put the above captioned decision in context.

3. On June 3, 2016, Public Service filed its Sixth Motion for Extraordinary Protection of Highly Confidential Information (Motion VI). In Motion VI, Public Service seeks extraordinary protection pursuant to Rules 1101(b) and 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1. The information Public Service seeks concerns the protection of customer data. 

A. Sixth Motion for Extraordinary Protection

4. No party has filed an objection to Motion VI. Pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 
723-1-1400(d), the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) deems the failure to respond to be a confession of the motion.
5. As the party seeking an order from the Commission, Public Service bears the burden of establishing that the requested relief should be granted. Section 24-4-105(7), C.R.S.; Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1101(b).
6. A motion for extraordinary protection must comply with Rule 4 CCR 
723-1-1101(b). The ALJ finds that Motion VI complies with that Rule.
7. The information concerning Discovery Requests VSRI1-5.A1 through 
VSRI1-5.A12 and Discovery Request SEIA1-5.A1. The information sought to be protected concerns commercial and industrial electric-usage information for a single customer (Town of Vail (Vail)) and marginal cost data. 
8. Public Service requests that the information for Discovery Requests VSRI1-5.A1 through VSRI1-5.A12 only be available to Commissioners, Commission advisors and counsel, Commission Staff (Staff), Staff’s counsel in this Proceeding, employees of the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) assigned to the proceeding, OCC’s counsel in this Proceeding, and Vail.

9. Public Service requests that the information for Discovery Request SEIA1-5.A1 only be available to Commissioners, Commission advisors and counsel, Staff, Staff’s counsel in this Proceeding, employees of the OCC assigned to the proceeding, OCC’s counsel in this Proceeding, a reasonable number of Attorneys and subject matter experts for parties that are not developers of energy resources, competitive power suppliers, existing or potential wholesale customers of developers of energy resources or trade organizations or associations representing such entities, or persons involved in planning potential bids into certain of the Company’s future projects. 

10. Motion VI states good cause to grant the relief sought. The ALJ finds that the requested protections are appropriate; are reasonable; and are consistent with Commission rules, practices and policies. Given the absence of response to Motion VI, the ALJ finds that no party will be prejudiced if Motion VI is granted.
11. The ALJ will grant Motion VI. The ALJ orders that access to the information described in Motion VI contained in Highly Confidential Attachments will be limited to parties listed in Motion VI for each of the discovery requests. 
12. Disclosure is conditioned on the signing and filing of a Nondisclosure Agreement.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Sixth Motion for Extraordinary Protection of Highly Confidential Information filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on June 3, 2016 is granted.

2. The information identified in the Sixth Motion for Extraordinary Protection filed June 3, 2016 and claimed to be highly confidential is granted this protection, whether the information is filed in or with testimony in this proceeding or the information is produced in response to discovery in this proceeding.

3. The information for Discovery Requests VSRI1-5.A1 through VSRI1-5.A12 shall only be available to Commissioners, Commission advisors and counsel, Commission Staff (Staff), Staff’s counsel in this Proceeding, employees of the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) assigned to the proceeding, OCC’s counsel in this Proceeding and Vail, and shall otherwise be protected in accordance with Rule 1100, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 to the extent not otherwise inconsistent with this Decision.

4. The information for Discovery Request SEIA1-5.A1 shall only be available to Commissioners, Commission advisors and counsel, Staff, Staff’s counsel in this Proceeding, employees of the OCC assigned to the proceeding, OCC’s counsel in this Proceeding, a reasonable number of Attorneys and subject matter experts for parties that are not developers of energy resources, competitive power suppliers, existing or potential wholesale customers of developers of energy resources or trade organizations or associations representing such entities, or persons involved in planning potential bids into certain of the Company’s future projects and shall otherwise be protected in accordance with Rule 1100, 4 CCR 723-1 to the extent not otherwise inconsistent with this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
