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I. STATEMENT  
1. On April 25, 2016, Day & Night Medical Transportation LLC (Applicant), filed for an Application for Permit to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application). That filing commenced the proceeding.

2. On April 29, 2016, Applicant filed an amendment to its Application. 
3. On May 2, 2016, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice as follows: 
For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers

between all points in the Counties of El Paso and Pueblo, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:

(A)
to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid, and;

(B)
to providing Non-Emergency Medical Transportation (NEMT) services for the El Paso County Department of Human Services and the Pueblo County Department of Social Services.

4. On May 19, 2016, City Cab, LLC (City Cab or Intervenor), filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel. This filing attached Commission Authority No. 2282 held by City Cab. 

5. On June, 8, 2016, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred it to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

6. On June 13, 2016, by Decision No. R16-0518-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for June 30, 2016. Parties were allowed to appear in person or by telephone.

7. On June 30, 2016, at the prehearing conference, counsel for the Intervenor appeared via telephone and the Applicant failed to appear. At the prehearing conference, counsel for the Intervenor stated that she had difficulty calling into the prehearing conference.  

8. Due to potential difficulties the Applicant may have encountered calling into the prehearing conference, it is unclear if it still wishes to pursue the Application.  

9. The Applicant shall be ordered to make a filing explaining his failure to appear for the prehearing conference and if it intends to pursue the Application by July 8, 2016. After the filing is made by the Applicant, the undersigned ALJ shall issue further orders.  Failure to make this filing by July 8, 2016, shall result in the dismissal of the Application.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Applicant, Day & Night Medical Transportation LLC, is ordered to make a filing stating the reason for its failure to appear for the June 30, 2016 prehearing conference and if it wishes to purse the application at issue in the above captioned proceeding. The filing shall be made before the close of business on July 8, 2016.  

2. Failure to make the required filing by close of business on July 8, 2016, shall result in the dismissal of the application. 

3. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in this Decision.  

4. This Decision is effective immediately
