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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
January 25, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado
 (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1712-Electric with tariff sheets and supporting testimony as a Phase II Rate Case proceeding
.

2. The procedural history of this proceeding is provided in previous decisions.

3. On July 11, 2016, Public Service filed a Motion to Extend the Filing Date of Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony and Expedited Response Time (Motion).  The Motion seeks changes to the existing procedural schedule set forth in Decision No. R16-0334-I.  The Company requests a one-week extension in the filing deadline for Rebuttal and 
Cross-Answer Testimony to July 22, 2016.  The Motion requests to shorten the evidentiary hearing to seven days and to begin the hearing on August 15, 2016.
  The Motion also requests a shortened response time to July 13, 2016.

4. In support of the Motion, Public Service states that it has entered into discussion about a settlement agreement that would resolve the issues in the instant proceeding as well as Proceeding Nos. 16A-0055E (the Solar*Connect proceeding) and 16A-0139E (the Renewable Energy Compliance Plan proceeding).  The Company argues that the modification to the procedural schedule is necessary to provide more time to explore whether settlement is possible.

5. Public Service also indicates that the changes to the procedural schedule would not alter the time between the filing of Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony and the hearing.  Thus no party would be prejudiced by the modification. 

6. Public Service states that it conferred with the parties to this proceeding pursuant to Rule 1400(a) Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  At the time of filing, Vail Summit Resorts Inc. (Vail) and SunShare, LLC (Sunshare) had not responded.  The Company represents that none of the other participants oppose the Motion. 

7. On July 12, 2016, by Decision No. R16-0649-I, response time to the Motion was shortened to July 13, 2016.

On July 13, 2016, Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC) filed their Response to PSCO’s Motion to Extend Filing Date of Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony and Expedited 

8. Response Time (Response). In their Response, CEC states that the Motion filed by Public Service on July 11, 2016 failed to state that CEC does not oppose the Motion.   

9. As of the date of the Decision, Vail and Sunshare have not filed an objection to the Motion.

10. Good cause is found to grant the Motion.     
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion to Extend the Filing Date of Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony of Public Service Company of Colorado is granted. 

2. The deadline to file rebuttal and cross-answer testimony shall be extended one week until close of business on July 22, 2016.

3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled in this proceeding to start on August 10, 2016 shall be rescheduled to start:
