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I. STATEMENT  

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put the instant Interim Decision in context.  

2. On April 18, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed a Verified Application for approval of the proposed treatment of cost savings resulting from the Joint Dispatch Agreement approved by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission on February 18, 2016 and for approval of proposed filing requirements (Application).  

3. The following intervened as of right or were granted permission to intervene:  (a) the Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC); and (b) Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff).  

4. CEC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and the Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

5. On June 1, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of that date.  On June 9, 2016, Decision No. R16-0503-I extended the time for Commission decision in this Proceeding.  Absent a further enlargement of time by the Commission
 or Applicant’s waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., a Commission decision on the Application should issue not later than December 28, 2016.  

6. On June 1, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

7. The Intervenors request an evidentiary hearing.  
8. On June 22, 2016, Public Service made a Filing Regarding the Procedural Schedule (June 22 Filing).  
9. As pertinent here, the June 22 Filing proposed a September 21, 2016 final prehearing conference.  On July 6, 2016, by Decision No. R16-0629-I, the ALJ adopted a procedural schedule in this Proceeding that includes the proposed final prehearing conference.  
10. The Parties have conferred and, by electronic mail sent on September 18, 2016, have informed the ALJ that they agree that the prehearing conference may be vacated.  Given the Parties’ agreement, the ALJ will vacate the September 21, 2016, final prehearing conference.  
11. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R16-0629-I remains 
in effect.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The final prehearing conference in this Proceeding scheduled for September 21, 2016 is vacated.  
2. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R16-0629-I is in effect and governs this Proceeding.  

3. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
