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I. STATEMENT
1. On 
August 17, 2016, Art Cleaners, Inc., doing business as Angel Wings Enterprises, Inc., doing business as Art Cleaners, Inc. (Art Cleaners) filed a Complaint against Tiger Natural Gas and Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  
2. On August 19, 2016, the Commission scheduled the Complaint for an evidentiary hearing for October 31, 2016 starting at 9:00 a.m. in a hearing room at the Public Utilities Commission in Denver, Colorado.  On the same date, the Commission served the Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing and other documents on Complainant.   

3. On October 19, 2016, Public Service filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate the Hearing (Motion).  As support, Public Service states that the parties are engaged in mediation and “are hopeful that the issues raised in this formal complaint can be resolved.”
  Public Service also asserts, however, that “it is not feasible for the parties to complete mediation in the short time remaining prior to”
 the hearing.  For this reason, Public Service requests that the hearing scheduled for October 31, 2016 be vacated to give the parties time to complete the mediation process.  If the mediation is not successful, Public Service states that it will file a motion requesting that the hearing be reset.  

4. Public Service conferred with Art Cleaners and Tiger Natural Gas and states that they do not oppose the motion.  
5. Public Service has established good cause to vacate the hearing in this proceeding.  Accordingly, the Motion shall be granted and response time shall be waived.  
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. For the reasons stated above, the Unopposed Motion to Vacate the Hearing (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) is granted.  

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.  

3. The hearing scheduled to commence on October 31, 2016 at 9:00 a.m. is vacated.  

4. If the mediation of the dispute in this proceeding is successful, Complainant Art Cleaners, Inc., doing business as Angel Wings Enterprises, Inc., doing business as Art Cleaners, Inc. shall file only a motion to withdraw the Complaint.    

5. If the mediation is unsuccessful, Public Service shall file a motion to reset the hearing.  

6. This Decision is effective immediately.
