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I. STATEMENT
A. Relevant Background
1. In Interim Decision No. R16-0879-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) held that Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc. (GMSB) satisfied its burden of establishing that Jeffrey W. Buxton, who is the President of GMSB, is permitted to represent GMSB in this proceeding.
  In that Interim Decision, the undersigned ALJ also ordered Colorado Jitney, LLC doing business as Colorado Jitney (Colorado Jitney) either to obtain counsel or to show cause why Rule 1201, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure does not require it to be represented in this proceeding by an attorney.  The deadline for Colorado Jitney to do so was October 7, 2016.
 

2. On October 7, 2016, Colorado Jitney filed its “Show Cause – Verified Statement” in response to Interim Decision No. R16-0879-I.

3. On October 21, 2016, GMSB filed a pleading entitled “Withdrawal of Intervention.” 

B. Colorado Jitney’s Legal Counsel/Self Representation 
4. In its “Show Cause – Verified Statement,” Colorado Jitney states that: (a) it does not believe the amount in controversy in this proceeding exceeds $15,000; (b) Colorado Jitney's ownership is vested in its managers; (c) Mr. Doran is the President and sole manager and officer of Colorado Jitney; and (d) Colorado Jitney wishes to have Mr. Doran represent its interests. 

5. Based on the foregoing, the undersigned ALJ finds and concludes that Colorado Jitney has established that Mr. Doran is permitted to represent Colorado Jitney in this proceeding.  Colorado Jitney and Mr. Doran are on notice that Mr. Doran and Colorado Jitney will be bound by, and held to, the same procedural and evidentiary rules that attorneys must follow.  Mr. Doran and Colorado Jitney will not be held to a lesser standard because Colorado Jitney has chosen not to have an attorney represent it in this proceeding 
C. GMSB’s Withdrawal of Intervention

6. As noted, Interim Decision No. R16-0879-I held that GMSB satisfied its burden of establishing that Mr. Buxton can represent GMSB in this proceeding.  Interim Decision No. R16-0879-I also put GMSB and Mr. Buxton on notice that GMSB and Mr. Buxton will be bound by, and held to, the same procedural and evidentiary rules that attorneys must follow in this proceeding. 
7. In its “Withdrawal of Intervention” filed on October 21, 2016, GMSB states: 

3. In order to demonstrate Bus To Show lnc's lack of fitness to operate; GMSB would have to connect TJM Holdings lnc dba ATS, Velocity Transit Services lnc, and Tony Dassinger to Bus To Show lnc and Dustin Huth; all within procedural and evidentiary rules that attorneys must follow.
4. lt is clear from decision C16-0868 from the Temporary Authority of Bus To Show Inc that GMSB does not have the skill and ability necessary to accomplish the objective in paragraph 3 within the perimeters of the procedural and evidentiary rules that attorneys must follow.
5. GMSB does not feel that it is in the best interest of the passengers of GMSB to pay increased cost of transportation in order to hire an attorney to represent GMSB.  

8. The undersigned ALJ acknowledges GMSB’s withdrawal of its intervention from this proceeding.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Colorado Jitney, LLC (Colorado Jitney) has established that Mr. Bradley Doran is permitted to represent Colorado Jitney in this proceeding.
2. The Withdrawal of Intervention filed by Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc. (GMSB) is acknowledged.  

3. GMSB is dismissed as a party from this proceeding.  

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
