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I. STATEMENT  

1. On September 27, 2016, the Eagle County E-911 Emergency Telephone Services Board (Board or Applicant) filed a Verified Application which the Board seeks Commission approval to increase the emergency telephone surcharge to $ 1.75 per month per line.  This filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On October 21, 2016, Applicant filed an Amendment to the September 27, 2016 filing.  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is to the September 27, 2016 filing as amended on October 21, 2016.  

3. On September 29, 2016, Applicant filed a Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice Provisions of C.R.S. § 40-3-104 and for Authorization to Give an Alternative Form of Notice Pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1 PUC Rules of Practice and Procedure Rule 1003 (Motion).  On October 7, 2016, by Decision No. C16-0927-I, the Commission granted the Motion.  On October 11, 2016, Applicant filed its Proof of Publication.  

4. On September 29, 2016, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this Proceeding.  That Notice established an intervention period and a procedural schedule.  This Interim Decision will vacate that procedural schedule.  

5. On November 7, 2016, Staff of the Commission (Staff or Intervenor) filed (in one document) its Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, Notices Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1401, and Request for Hearing.  In accordance with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1007(a),
 in that filing Staff identified the Trial Advocacy (Litigation) Staff and the Advisory Staff.  Staff is an Intervenor as of right and a Party in this Proceeding.  

6. The intervention period has expired.  No other person filed an intervention as of right or a motion for leave to intervene.  In addition, as of the date of this Interim Decision, no person has filed a motion for leave to intervene out-of-time.  

7. Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

8. On November 17, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

A. Time for Commission Decision.  

9. On November 17, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of that date.  

10. When it filed the Application, the Board did not file its direct testimony and attachments in support of the Application.  When it filed the Application, the Board did 
not file a detailed summary of its direct testimony and copies of its exhibits in support of 
the Application.  

11. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., and absent an enlargement of time by the Commission
 or the Board’s waiver of the statutory provision, a Commission decision on the Application should issue not later than 210 days from the date on which the Commission deemed the Application to be complete.  The Commission should issue its decision on the Application on or before June 15, 2017.  

B. Applicant to Make Filing.  

12. The Intervenor requests a hearing.  As a result it is necessary to schedule an evidentiary hearing; to establish a procedural schedule; and to address other matters pertaining to this Proceeding.  To accomplish this, the ALJ will order the Board to consult with Staff and then to make, not later than December 9, 2016, a filing that:  (a) contains a proposed procedural schedule, including a hearing date, satisfactory to the Parties; and (b) addresses the issues discussed below.  The ALJ will order Intervenor to cooperate with Applicant with respect to 
this filing.  

The procedural schedule proposed in the December 9, 2016 filing must contain at least the following:  (a) the date by which Applicant will file its direct testimony and attachments; (b) the date by which Intervenor will file its answer testimony and attachments; (c) the date by which Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and attachments; (d) the date by 

13. which each Party will file its corrected testimony and attachments; (e) the date by which each Party will file its prehearing motions, including (without limitation) dispositive motions, motions in limine, and motions to strike;
 (f) the date by which the Parties will file any stipulation
 and any settlement
 reached;
 (g) the date for the evidentiary hearing; and (h) the date by which each Party will file its post-hearing statement of position,
 to which (absent further order) no response will be permitted.  

14. In considering hearing dates, the Parties are reminded that, absent an enlargement of time or waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., the Commission decision in this matter should issue not later than June 15, 2017.  To allow time for filing statements of position, issuance of a recommended decision, filing exceptions, filing responses to exceptions, and issuance of a Commission decision on exceptions, the hearing in this matter must be concluded not later March 31, 2017.  

15. The Board is advised and is on notice that, if the proposed procedural schedule does not allow sufficient time for the Commission to issue a decision on exceptions in this Proceeding by June 15, 2017, the December 9, 2016 filing must explain how the § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., timeframe for Commission decision will be addressed.  

16. Unless modified, Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405 governs discovery.  The December 9, 2016 filing must contain:  (a) any modifications or special provisions that the Parties wish the ALJ to order with respect to discovery; and (b) the reason(s) the Parties request each requested modification or special provision.  

17. Unless modified, Rules 4 CCR 723-1-1100 and 723-1-1101 govern the treatment of information claimed to be confidential and the process for obtaining a determination that information is highly confidential.  If the procedures and timeframes contained in Rules 4 CCR 723-1-1100 and 723-1-1101 are not adequate, the December 9, 2016 filing must contain:  (a) any special provisions that the Parties wish the ALJ to order with respect to treatment of information claimed to be confidential and the process for obtaining a determination that information is highly confidential; and (b) the reason(s) the Parties request each requested modification or special provision.  
18. In the December 9, 2016 filing, a Party may address any additional issue.  

19. When the December 9, 2016 filing is received, the ALJ will issue an Interim Decision scheduling the evidentiary hearing and establishing the procedural schedule.  If possible, the ALJ will adopt the Parties’ proposed schedule.  

20. The Parties are advised and are on notice that if Applicant fails to make the December 9, 2016 filing, the ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing and will establish the procedural schedule without input from the Parties.  

C. Additional Advisements and Other Matters.  

21. The Parties are advised and are on notice that they must be familiar with, and must abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.  These Rules are available 
on-line at www.colorado.gov/dora/puc.  

22. As pertinent here, Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1202(d) provides:  

[e]very pleading of a party represented by an attorney shall be signed by the attorney, and shall state the attorney’s address, telephone number, e-mail address, and attorney registration number.  
(Emphasis supplied.)  The Parties are advised and are on notice that filings must comply with this requirement
 and with the other requirements found in Commission rules pertaining to filings made with the Commission.  

23. The Parties are advised and are on notice that timely filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, the document is not filed timely with the Commission.  

24. The Parties are advised and are on notice that the Commission has an 
E-Filings System available.  One may learn about -- and if one chooses to do so, may register to use -- the E-Filings System at www.colorado.gov/dora/puc.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Trial Advocacy Staff of the Commission is a Party in this Proceeding.  

2. The procedural schedule established in the Notice of Application Filed dated September 29, 2016 is vacated.  

3. Not later than December 9, 2016, the Eagle County E-911 Emergency Telephone Services Board (Board) shall make a filing that complies with the requirements of ¶¶ 12-18 of this Interim Decision.  

4. Staff of the Commission shall cooperate with the Board in the preparation of the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 3.  

5. Consistent with the discussion above, if the Board fails to make the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 3, the Administrative Law Judge, without input from the Parties, will schedule the evidentiary hearing and will establish the procedural schedule.  

6. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in this Interim Decision.  

7. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
