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I. STATEMENT

1. On October 28, 2016, Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc. filed Advice Letter No. 4 for a general rate increase and tariff sheets with a proposed effective date of December 1, 2016.  The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions, and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
2. By Decision No. R17-0004-I (Mailed Date of January 4, 2017), the Administrative Law Judge established a procedural schedule and set the evidentiary hearing for March 13 and 14, 2017.  The adopted procedural schedule stated that, “A final prehearing conference will be held on March 10, 2017; parties will have the option to participate by telephone.…”
  (Bolding in Original.)  The prehearing conference has not yet been scheduled by the Commission.  

3. This Decision will schedule the prehearing conference in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 (2015).
