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I. STATEMENT
1. The City of Boulder (Boulder) seeks approval of the transfer of assets and other related relief so that Boulder can create a municipal utility.  The Commission has acknowledged that Boulder has the legal right to establish a municipal utility, but the Commission must review and approve the acquisition.  
2. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.

3. On March 3, 2017, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed its Motion for Protective Order Prohibiting Certain Discovery (Motion).

4. On March 7, 2017, PSCo filed its Supplement to Motion for Protective Order. 

5. On March 16, 2017, Boulder filed its Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to PSCo’s Motion for Protective Order Prohibiting Certain Discovery (Unopposed Motion). 

6. In the Unopposed Motion, Boulder states that PSCo and Boulder have resolved some of the issues involving discovery disputes. Boulder requests that the time for a response to PSCo’s Motion be extended until March 24, 2017 to allow for additional time to resolve the remaining issues.

7. Good cause is found to grant the Unopposed Motion.    
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to PSCo’s Motion for Protective Order Prohibiting Certain Discovery, filed by the City of Boulder on March 16, 2017 is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion for Protective Order Prohibiting Certain Discovery, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on March 3. 2017, shall be extended to March 24, 2017. 

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
