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I. STATEMENT  

1. On March 27, 2017, Mr. John R. Wiseman (Petitioner) filed a verified Petition for Waiver of Safety Regulations - Driver (Petition).  The filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On April 5, 2017, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

3. Petitioner is the sole Party in this Proceeding.  

4. In this Proceeding, Petitioner requests a waiver of 49 Code of Federal Regulations § 391.41(b)(10) (2010), as made applicable to Transportation Network Companies and their drivers in Colorado by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6713(a).
  
5. The Petition is incomplete because it lacks the following information:  
the beginning date (month, day, and year) and the ending date (month, day, and year) of the period for which the waiver is sought.  (As stated in the Petition at 1, the maximum waiver period is two years.)  Petitioner must provide this missing critical information before the ALJ will consider the Petition.  
6. In order to complete the Petition, the ALJ will order Petitioner to make, not later than noon on April 27, 2017, a filing that states the duration of the requested waiver (i.e., the beginning date (month, day, and year) and the ending date (month, day, and year) of the period for which the waiver is sought).  
7. When Petitioner makes the required filing, the ALJ will consider the Petition.  
8. Petitioner is advised and is on notice that, if Petitioner fails to make the filing required by this Interim Decision, the ALJ will rule on the Petition as it was filed.  In that event, the ALJ will deny the Petition because it is incomplete.  
9. Petitioner is advised and is on notice that, if he has questions about what he needs to file in order to comply with this Interim Decision, he should contact Michael Gullatte of the Commission Transportation Staff (telephone:  303.894.2860).  
10. Petitioner is advised and is on notice that a document is filed with the Commission on the date that the Commission receives the document.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, then the filing is not timely.  

11. Petitioner is advised that the Commission has an E-Filings System available.  He may learn about, and -- if he chooses to do so -- may register to use, the E-Filings System at www.colorado.gov/dora/puc.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Not later than noon on April 27, 2017, Petitioner John R. Wiseman shall make the filing described in ¶ 6 of this Interim Decision.  

2. Petitioner John R. Wiseman is held to the advisements contained in this Interim Decision.  

3. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
