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I. statement  

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in a previously-issued Interim Decision.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put the instant Interim Decision in context.    

2. On February 24, 2017, Jefferson County, Colorado (Jefferson or Applicant) filed a verified Application with exhibits (Application).  The filing commenced this Proceeding.  
3. On February 27, 2017, the Commission gave notice of the February 24, 2017 filing (Notice).  In addition, the Notice established an intervention period (which has expired) and a procedural schedule.  On April 17, 2017, Decision No. R17-0303-I vacated that 
procedural schedule.  
4. On March 29, 2017, the Regional Transportation District (RTD or Intervenor) intervened as of right.  

5. Jefferson and RTD, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

6. On April 13, 2017, by Decision No. C17-0286-I, the Commission deemed the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1303(c),
 as of April 13, 2017.  

7. By Decision No. C17-0286-I, the Commission also referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

8. Because Intervenor opposed the Application and requested an evidentiary hearing, by Decision No. R17-0303-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant to consult with Intervenor and then to make, not later than April 28, 2017, a filing that contains a proposed procedural schedule, including hearing dates, that is satisfactory to the Parties and that addresses the issues discussed in that Interim Decision.  

9. On April 27, 2017, Applicant filed (in one document) an Unopposed Motion for Permission to Amend Application and to Grant Application, as Amended under Modified Procedure, and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  In view of this filing, the ALJ will vacate the filing requirement contained in Decision No. R17-0303-I.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The requirement that, not later than April 28, 2017, Jefferson County make a filing that complies with ¶¶ 8-13 of Decision No. R17-0303-I is vacated.  

2. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in 
this Proceeding.  

3. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
