As many of you are aware, the issue of a statewide 911 Resource Center has been before the 911 PUC Task Force for several years. Recently, the PUC has issued an, "Order Approving Stipulation and Settlement Agreement With Modifications in the Matter of the Investigation into Unfiled Agreement Executed by Qwest Corporation." Qwest has been required to make payments totaling $7.5 million, of which $5.5 million will go to a Colorado Low Income Telephone Assistance Program and $2 million to a Commission-designated private, non-profit foundation for a 911 Resource Center.

 

Because the Commission still has several questions and concerns regarding a resource Center they have ordered that a workshop or workshops be held to answer its concerns and to provide to the Commission a report by March 31st of this year.

 

A sub-committee of the Task Force has been working on this issue and has scheduled the first workshop to be held on February 16th, from 9AM to 1PM in the Office of Consumer Counsel, located at 1580 Logan Street, Suite 740, Denver.
 

All relevant stakeholders to a 911 Resource Center are invited to attend.
 

The attached document will serve as a basis for our discussions that must ultimately end in a report to be submitted to the PUC. Your input is highly desired, as the proposed Resource Center is only conceptual in nature, at this point, but with potential funding of $2 million, all attempts must be made to reassure the PUC of the Task Force's commitment and desire for this project to be successful.
